 MERGEFIELD STREET_NAME , area MERGEFIELD TYPE  variance to construct a 14’ X 16’ four-season sunroom to be attached to an existing single-family dwelling; seeking relief from minimum setbacks MERGEFIELD REASON  in an Urban Residential-1 MERGEFIELD District  District.
2. #2406 The Lofts at Division Street, 18 Division Street, area variances associated with the proposed installation of skylights on the roof of the multi-family building; seeking relief from the maximum height requirement of the Transect-6 Zone.
